over 200 of our neighbors do not have a place to call home and dwell in shelters, in
vehicles, or on the streets; and

food and shelter are the most basic, life-sustaining human needs that should be available
to every Alamedan; and

on April 19, 2018, the Buena Vista United Methodist Church launched the Dine and
Connect program to provide Alameda’s homeless with a hot meal and a welcoming place
to rest, interact with community members, and get connected to services; and

the Immanuel Lutheran Church hosted the Dine and Connect program for the past year,
feeding close to 60 homeless individuals each month and also providing them with an
evening of entertainment and companionship; and

Dine and Connect would not be possible without the partnership with the Alameda Food
Bank and the commitment of volunteer cooks, servers, and helpers from Alameda’s
faith-based community; and

Dine and Connect embodies the true spirit of Alameda by bringing together City
government, nonprofits, faith organizations, and community volunteers who act with
compassion, respect, care, and commitment to build a strong and sustainable community
that takes care of those who are unhoused.
