In a public park, | am concerned about
theft of fruits & vegetables as well as their adulteration. Community gardens are typically
enclosed with access limited to the people who garden there. Will the Sweeney Park
Community Garden be enclosed & access limited only to those with active garden plots? If the
Sweeney Park Community Gardens are open/on public display, how would plots that go
untended or look hideous be dealt with? The Urban Orchard is also a nice idea, but keep in
mind that the fallen, rotten fruit will attract rats, squirrels & raccoons, etc.; attracting potentially
rabid rodents is obviously undesirable in a relatively small public park. There would need to be
full time staff picking up the fallen fruit. | also think it's very likely that there will always be a
few jerky people who come & take all the ripe fruits & vegetables from any open gardens or
orchards, so these will not really be a resource for everyone. If the powers-that-be decide to
proceed with the gardens & orchard, these features need to be enclosed & under controlled
access - both of which | suspect would defeat their purpose in the ideal park design. Also, |
recommend to not put a dog park anywhere near where potential "food" is grown since
particulates from dried dog feces will waft onto the fruits & vegetables. If there's to be a dog
park, it should be far away from the gardens. | also worry that the potential noise & commotion
of dog park will disturb people who go to Jean Sweeney to relax.

Other thoughts: - Reach out to Chochenyo people and see if they would be
interested in a medicine garden here - Greenhouse/potting benches (maybe the public can
sponsor?) - Vertical garden zone - Love the pollinator buffer idea! (Is the fence necessary,
though?) Would be great to include plenty of plants that feed native insects and birds, and
include some interpretive education around that - Limit car parking to just a few handicapped
spots and add bike lockers, bike parking, and a small oak or evergreen forest. With the Cross
Alameda Trail right here and public transportation nearby, the big car parking lot on the other
end of the park is sufficient, and enough park land devoted to car storage. Our city's safety
and climate goals call for reducing car trips, so let's make sure we don't use precious park land
that work against those goals. Coordinate with tool lending library and build enough sheds to
ensure that people don't feel the need to bring big tools like shovels and hoes with them to
garden, which may necessitate cars - Worried about noise near the "Nature in the City" zone
and nearby neighborhoods -- hope to welcome back birds and frogs and hear their calls once
again! Propose swapping out easternmost outdoor classroom and playground shown here for
trees or natural seasonal ponds, and/or orient any structures so that human activity noise
faces towards Constitution/Kinko's; assume there will be no night-time activity?

Please consider adding the following: A small easy
food/drink stand, maybe operated by food shift or similar (partner with the APC programs
here?). These are very popular in gardens and can generate work experience, pay, income for
for NGO or city. Please consider selling a few things as well, planted arrangements, etc.

Do NOT allocate and pave all of that valuable parkland! Please! Maybe a few handicapped
spaces and some white zones, and some secure bicycle parking for the eco-minded urban
gardeners.

We need a dog park in the eastern part of Alameda, but we already have two on
the west side of town so putting one at the Jean Sweeney Park isn't really going to address the
dog needs of 2/3 of Alamedans. Trash mountain, the empty lot at the foot of the Bay Farm
bridge (although probably too small), or Lincoln or Krusi parks would be the best locations for
that.

While I'd love for Alameda Food Bank to have nicer &/ or more integrated “digs” & | believe
architects would strive to make a structure adjacent to the park work, | do not think that is the
right location for a new & improved & larger AFB structure. My main concern is that | do not
want cars parking within the larger confines of the park - parking lots are anathema to parks.
Indeed, | already object to the parking lot in the upper right part of the map above & hope it
doesn't happen. | would not welcome yet another parking lot adjacent to the Food Bank
Grocery Store. When | go to a park, | don't want to hear car noise, breathe car exhaust, or
smell marijuana being smoked by people sitting in cars. Sweeney Park is not that big; its
meager acreage should not be used for cars. Also putting in a grocery store-like function
immediately adjacent to the park will create undesirable commotion, “busy-ness”, “hustle &
bustle” with its expected foot & car traffic — doing something like this is basically “anti-park.”
Also, | really don't understand the point of the Alameda Food Bank fundraising to build a new
structure at the end of Sweeney Park (where it very likely will perturb airflow through the park)
when there are so many vacant store fronts around the island (such as the Walgreens on Park
Street) and warehouse space at the naval air station. AFB should use an existing structure.
